• Almost all aspects of the task are covered (3 bullet point out of 4)

• Complex structures are successfully attempted and errors mainly 
minor (at least 2 of the following): ask a question/imperfect/modal 
verbs (2 of can, must, want)

• Reference to 3 time frames (perfect/present/future)
• Communication clear and a lot of information is covered
• A range of opinions and justifications (more than 4)
• All aspects of the task are covered (4 bullet points out of 4)

• Some attempt where responses are more accurate than inaccurate 
including structures such as (at least 1): ‘y’ / conditional, negative 
form

• Communication is mostly clear with occasional lapses
• Reference to at least 2 time frames (2 of perfect/present/future)
• Opinions are expressed and justified (3)
• Almost all aspects of the task are covered (3 bullet point out of 4)

• Complex structures are successfully attempted and errors mainly 
minor (at least 2 of the following): other forms than ‘I’, ask a 
question, conditional tense

• Reference to 3 time frames (perfect/present/future)
• Communication clear and a lot of information is covered
• A range of opinions and justifications (more than 4)

• Some attempt where responses are more accurate than inaccurate 
including structures such as (at least 2): depuis, ‘y’, irregular verbs

• Communication is mostly clear with occasional lapses
• Reference to at least 2 time frames (2 of perfect/present/future)
• Opinions are expressed and justified (3)
• Almost all aspects of the task are covered (3 bullet point out of 4)

• Complex structures are successfully attempted and errors mainly 
minor (at least 2 of the following): other forms than ‘I’, negative form 
other than not, conditional tense

• Reference to 3 time frames (perfect/present/future)
• Communication clear and a lot of information is covered
• A range of opinions and justifications (more than 4)
• All aspects of the task are covered (4 bullet points out of 4)
