Minutes from Parental Forum (Monday 11th May 2026).
Parents were updated on the main changes being brought into the PSHE and RSE curriculum for September 2026. The guidance stated that schools should start making changes to their curriculum this year to be ready for September but did state that there may still be some changes throughout the next academic year. Changes to RSE have started being implemented since the guidance came out in the summer 2025.
The current RSE policy will be reviewed during the summer for any changes needed for 26/27.
Parents consulted on some of the main changes to RSE including misogyny, digital literacy, consent and violence against women and girls. Staff have received some training with PSHE association updating their resources to provide additional support for next academic year. It was made clear that the lessons would be kept factual based, avoiding naming specific public figures and that it would be aimed at year 9 and 10. There was concern over misogyny against female members of staff when teaching this topic, with discussion on what would be appropriate or best support for teachers. Male role models and potential external visitors was highlighted as a suggestion and discussed as a possibility if credible.
Digital literacy was discussed with concerns over AI and Deepfakes and that staff receive regular training. Digital literacy already part of year 7 and 8 curriculum.
Other points:
· PSHE staffing mentioned for next year. Looking at a small team of teachers to specifically teach the subjects.
· Questions about digital literacy with iPads was mentioned. 
· Self-defence classes mentioned – external courses.
· Networking with other PSHE department leads from feeder schools to look at how they are implementing the changes into their curriculum.
